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Installing Simple Menu

From Start and Run, Type X:\Simple Menu PC\Setup.exe and click OK.  Your drive X: is your CD-ROM

Your system may ask you to reboot and restart the installation if your Microsoft Windows is out of date.

Directory

Do not change the directory of the installation.  Click on the button to start the installation.
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Signing-On

Start the system by double-clicking the Simple Menu PC icon in Start, Programs and Simple Menu PC.

Business Name

Enter the name of your business and the serial number on your CD and click Save.  The demo serial number is DEMO and any business name.
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Welcome Screen
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Click on Continue to start Simple Menu.

Windows Setup

1. You should have the taskbar to AutoHide (to view the full screen of Simple Menu).  Right Click on your taskbar and click on properties to get to the AutoHide feature.

2. You should have your Scheme to Large in Display, Appearance in Control Panel (for the size of the command buttons).

3. Up to V5.1 - Resolution at 800 X 600 – 65K Colors.
V5.2 and higher - Resolution at 1024 X 768 – 65K Colors.
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Main Functions
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Table Orders

Table Orders will be used to create an order by selecting a table first.

Counter Orders

Counter Orders will be used to create an order straight from the Menu Screen.  The Order will be based upon the User I.D. and will be kept in memory if the user log off and log back in.  Only one order by Employee will be kept in memory with up to 20 different tabs.

Guest Orders

Guest Orders will be used to create an order by entering a customer name.  The list of guest orders will be kept in the database.  You can start an unlimited number of guest orders.

Phone Orders

Phone Orders will be used to create an order by selecting a customer first.  The list of customer will be kept in the system by the phone number.  You can use the Caller I.D. feature to view who is calling.  You need the service from you telephone company and a modem with the Caller I.D. feature.

Opened Phone Orders

Opened Phone Orders will be used for the status of your phone orders, tag orders to delivery employees and to see how much time the orders have been in the kitchen or on delivery.

Pay Orders
Pay Orders will be used to close the order from the Payment Screen made from one of the three Order Input Screen describe above.  To access the payment screen the last three digit plus the tab number of the receipt will be needed.  Ex. 300100-0.  You will have to enter 100 and 0.
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Punch Clock

You can use this module to keep track of your Employees hours worked.  The system will round off to 0, 5, 10, 15 and 30 minutes, after when you Punch In and before when you Punch Out.  I.E.  If you round off to 15 minutes when you will Punch In at 8:05AM then it will be rounded to 8:15AM.  Punch Out at 8:05AM then it will be rounded to 8:00AM.  You may want to use the Punch Clock to force employees to Punch In before they can use the system and to Punch Out before printing their sales report.  You have to turn the switch on in the Setup under General Settings.

Reports

You will able to print a variety of detailed reports defined for a full page or for a POS Receipt Printer.
Setup

The Setup function will be explained in detail in Chapter 5.

Exit

The exit function is used to exit the system.
Fast Login

You can Login on the main screen and you will not have to Login in every Module.
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Regular use of the Ordering Screen
Table Orders Function

Select Table Orders from the Main Screen.
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Move Tables

You can send an order from one table to another table by using the Move Table function.  You can access this function from the table screen.  After pressing on the button, the software will ask you to select the table which you want to transfer the order from and after the table where you want to send it to.  You cannot send only one item or one tab, you have to send the complete table with all the tabs.  You may be asked to override if you do not have authorization.

Tables
Select a section of the restaurant tables.  Then select a table on your right.  You can have up to 6 sections and up to 100 tables per section to look like your restaurant layout.
You will prompted by the Login Screen.  The default user is 0000.  Type your ID and click enter.  You could also Swipe a Card in a Card Reader.
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Now you will see the Menu Screen.
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Ordering
Select a group or an item from the Menu.  If the text is bold it’s a group and if the text is not bold it’s an item. Then select an item from the Menu.  You will see the Item appear on your right.  If the Item is program to have Sub Menus you will have to select only 1 Item from the first three Sub Menus and an unlimited amount of items from the fourth Sub Menu.

Print Receipt
Click on Print Receipt to print the receipts. You don’t have to print a receipt to close an order.  If you press on Payment the order will be sent to the kitchen if it has not been sent.  This function is to help control your employees.

Send to Kitchen
Click on Send to Kitchen to print the order in the Kitchen.  In your Order Grid on your right you can see an N or * beside the price of your Item.  An N means that the item has not been sent to the kitchen and * means that the item has been sent to the kitchen.

Payment

Use this function to close your Order.
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You can select more than one payment methods for one order.  You have to start by selecting the Payment Method.  After, you can select the fix amount on the right bottom to save time.  You can select 10.00 and 5.00 for a total of 15.00.  You can also enter your own amount with the Pad on your top right corner of the screen.

To accept the amounts you have entered, click on OK.  Another screen will appear for the tips you can click on All to accept the change due as the Tips.  You can click on none for zero as the tips.  You can enter an amount and click on Ok.  You can also click on Cancel to stop the Payment process and come back at it later.

You can use the Frequent Buyer function to apply a sale against a customer.  You will be able to print a report to view the purchase made by your customers.

Quick Payment

Use this function to close your Order to cash only.  This is to close order quickly.
Split Receipt or Multiple Tabs

You can have multiple orders for one table by splitting the order.  You can split the order while you are entering the order or after you have entered the order.

To Split the Order while you are entering the order, Click on Next Tab in the Right Top Corner of your Screen and a new empty order will appear.  You can also click on Select Tab to select any open orders for this table.

To Split the order after the order is already entered then Click on Split Receipts.
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You can have up to 20 Tabs per Table.  You have to select an item with the Yellow Arrows and Select the Tab you want to send the Item to.  Click on the Left or Right Arrow on the bottom of your Screen to move the Item to the other Tab.

Kitchen Delay
You can delay the items to be sent to the kitchen at a later time.  You can select one item or the whole order to be sent at a later time.  You can set from 1 minute to 365, days.  This could be used when you do not want to remember to send items to the kitchen.  You can also set a specific time and date.
Reprint Last Receipt
You can reprint the Last Receipt from here this would prevent you from exiting the ordering screen to go to the report screen.

Taxes Exempt
You can use the taxes exempt function to record and cancel one or more tax on the full order.

Misc. Notes
You can use the Misc. to type an item that is not programmed in your menu.  You can add a comment; add a surcharge or a discount to this item.  An Employee may not be authorized to give a discount.

Open Cash Drawer
You can use the Open Cash Drawer to open the drawer when you are not ready to close a sale.

Redeem Points
You can use this function to redeem points accumulated for a free item.

Refill Prepaid Card
You can use this function to refill a prepaid card or sell a gift card.

Fix Tips
You can add a fix tips to an order to show on the receipt.

Modify Order Style
You can modify the order style that you have selected when you have started the order.
Discount
You can use a Percentage Discount or a Fixed Discount to give a discount on an order.  Different authorizations are given from the Discounts Setup.

Change Price
You can change prices on an item if you have authorization.  You can override the authorization with a use who as the authorization.  Refer to the authorization table in the setup chapter.

Refund
You can use the Refund Item function to cancel an item on the menu.  You can also delete the item to have the same results.

Void Item

You can use the Void Item function to cancel an item that you have ordered.  You can also delete the item to have the same results.

Delete Item
You can use the Delete Item function to remove an item that you have ordered.   Select an Item with the Yellow Arrows to Delete an Item with Delete Item or to Change the Price of an Item.

View Quantity
You can use the View Quantity function to know how much you have of an item in stock.  You have to click on View Quantity again to cancel this function.

Divide Items
You can divide an item when per example two customers want to pay for an item.  You divide the item into two items and split the order.
Enter Quantity

You can enter a quantity when you sell more than one item.  You have to enter your quantity before selecting the item.

View Details
You can view the details of the order to show taxes on screen.

Bar Code
Scan any item and they will appear in your order.  The price and other details will be taken from your Inventory.

Customer #
You can use this function if you want to keep track of the amount of customers you serve within a tab.  If you split your order by the amount of customer, you do not need to change the customer number.
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Reports
You can select multiple reports.  The employee may not have authorization to print reports like Monthly Sales.  You can modify the reports fonts, fields and sizes with Seagate Crystal Reports which is not included.  You have the option to select to print on screen or to the printer for all the reports in this section.

All the reports except before day end reports are based on a date.  They are not like a cash register X or Z reports.  They will not reset anything in the system.

The before day end reports will be reset after you have press the day end function in the system setup.
Quantity Sales report is a report based on each Product whether they are Quantity Enabled or not.

Your Daily Sales and Sales per Employee are reports based on the employee logged in the report Section of Simple Menu.

Sales by Station are based on the Name of the station in the System Setup.

Inventory Receipts, Login Tracking, Transfer Tracking, Code Limitations Tracking Simple Menu will track this information.  You can purge the database in the Setup and Maintenance.  
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System Setup

Setup
Business Name: Enter your Business Address in this section and it will appear the same way on your Receipt.  Your area code will speed up your phone order module by avoiding retyping it each time.

Logo:  You can have your logo on the main screen of Simple Menu.

POS Equipment: We have tested Epson TMU200 Printers to be able to cut the paper of your reports and to open the cash drawer.  You can achieve the same results with the help of different manufacturers of Printers.  The software doesn’t make your Monitor a touch screen, you have to buy a special touch screen monitor.  You can enter the ESC codes to open the cash drawer.  The cash drawer will be connected to a specified printer.
The supported Pole Display is Champion DSP 800.

Taxes: You can set up to 4 taxes per items and have a minimum for each.  The minimum will avoid paying taxes below a certain amount.

Kitchen Printer: You can print your orders in the kitchen to 5 different Printers.  The Printers location and name will be set from this screen.  You can enter the ESC codes to cut the paper.  There are 2 printer drivers for each printer because the first one is the actual driver which the system will be used to print the order, it can be a Microsoft Windows driver to have bigger fonts.  The reports have been designed with the Generic text driver.  The second one is the driver to cut the paper.  You have to setup this second printer driver with the Generic text driver if you want to use the ESC codes. 
Payment: There are 10 payment methods.  The Payment Method 0 and 9 are fixed and you cannot change them.

Accounting: If you connect Simple Menu to your Business Vision A/R, Simply Accounting A/R or ACCPAC Advantage A/R you will be able to view your customer’s list from Business Vision, Simply Accounting or ACCPAC Advantage when you create you Customers in Simple Menu.  This will give the chance to select the Customer Code and let you select the Payment function On Account.

Receipt: You can enter your next receipt number.  You can also enter 4 lines of broadcast messages that will appear on your receipt.

Station I.D.: You can enter a Name for your Computer Station and print a Report based on Station Names.

Delay Orders from this Workstation:  You have to set only one computer with this setting on.  That designated computer will look constinuously  for orders that have been delayed and send them in the kitchen.

Data:  This is the location of you database.  If it’s a 1 User license Software you have to keep the data on your C: or D: drive.  If it’s an unlimited license each computer will have to be link to the same database on the same server.

PosData.txt contains the location of the Database.  If you get an error message when you start the software, you should make sure the location of the database is correct.

General Settings.:   
Punch Clock Required:  You can force the users to punch before using the system.
Rounding:  How do you want the punch clock to round the time?

Print Receipt Question:  Do you want the question to print receipt when you close a sale.

Fix Tips:  Do you want to force Tips on the receipt?

Tips Question:  When you close a sale, Simple Menu will show an extra screen to ask for the amount of Tip.

Exit on Send to Kitchen:  When you will press send to Kitchen, Simple Menu will exit.

Microsoft MapPoint:  If you purchase MS MapPoint you retrieve directions for your deliveries to print on your receipt.

View Bar Code Section:  If you want to scan bar codes.
Caller ID:  You can use the caller id function to retrieve phone numbers when the telephone rings.  You must own a caller id modem.  This feature is not guaranteed to retrieve each call.

Caller ID Phone System:  We can integrate several phone systems for the Caller ID.  This is a separate sold separately.
Delay orders from this Workstation:  You have to determine which station to monitor the delays of the items.

Back to Table Order Screen.  When you will press exit, Simple Menu will brink you back to the Table Screen.

Station ID:  Enter the station name for the Sales by Station report to identify the station which the order was close.

Automatic Day End from This Workstation:  You have to determine which station to monitor to do automatic day end.

Day End Time:  At what time you want the system to do the day end.

Postal or Zip Code Verifications:  This is to force a certain format for your postal or zip codes in your customer file.

Menu Setup
The Menu in Simple Menu has unlimited items and can be set with 42 Groups or 42 Items each with 6 Sub Menus.  The Sub Menus have 60 Items Each.  The first 3 Sub Menus have one choice only and the last 3 Sub Menus have an unlimited choice.  You have 4 special buttons that will always stay on the screen or can be linked to a group.
You may have a Group Called Main Dishes with an Item Called New York Steak and 4 Sub Menus for the way it’s cooked, potatoes, soups or salads and Vegetables.

Group – Main Dishes

Item – New York Steak

First Sub Menu – Rare, Medium Rare, Well, Well Done – One Choice Only

Second Sub Menu – Baked Potatoes, Fries – One Choice Only

Third Sub Menu – Soup of the Day, Caesar Salad, Garden Salad – One Choice Only

Fourth Sub Menu – Carrots, Peas, Gravy – Unlimited Choice

Settings: 

Receipt Name:  This description will print on your receipt.

Kitchen Name:  This description will print on your kitchen order.

Location – This is the location for the group or the item to be.   From 1 to 42.

Visible – Use this function to hide a group or an item to avoid to delete it.

Color. – You can have the color you want for your buttons

View From and View To – You can decide when you want to let the user order an item or from a group.

2nd, 3rd, 4th and 5th group – This is for a package price.  You can have up to 5 items within one package for one price.  Simple Menu will bring you to up to 4 groups.

Price by module – This price will override the price from the Inventory module.

Open Price – This will prompt you for a price when you select this item.
Open Quantity – This will prompt you for a quantity when you select this item.

Sub Menu – Select the Sub Menu to appear.  You can select the same Sub Menu for different Items.

Part Number – You have to select a Part Number to link your Items to.  This will decide on taxes, sales department, Cost, Inventory and Menu Recipe.

Usage Qty – This how much of the Part Number you want to use.  You set a glass of wine to use .25 of a bottle of wine.  You can link different items to the same part number..

Kitchen Printer – Select Yes or No for each of the 5 printers you want to send your orders to.  This will override the printer destination in the inventory.

Appetizer – You can decide if this item is an appetizer or not.  If it’s an appetizer, you will get two * on your order in the kitchen.

Points Part Number:  This item will be linked a specific part number to accumulate points.  You can have several items linked to the same point part numbers.

Points Quantity Value:  This will give the number of points when sell this item.

Points Required:  This is the number of points you are required to have to receive a free item.

Second Half – If you create an item called ‘Second Half’ or ‘SECOND HALF’ then Simple Menu will keep the highest price for the last 2 items.  Also the quantities will be divided by 2.
Sub Menu Setup
You have to set a Sub Menu by itself.  The Sub menus are not attached to only one item.  After setting your Sub Menu you will be able to use it with different Items of your menu.

Inventory Setup
You have to set any Item on your menu or used with the Bar Code here.  Each item programmed on your menu will be drawn from your inventory.  The cost and the Inventory on hand will be also kept here.
Recipes Setup
You can set a Recipe from here.  You can have one Menu Item to be linked to a Part Number which will be the Recipe.  You will be able to link several part numbers to the main recipe part number.  You have to set to Yes which part number that you want to be a Recipe.  In the Recipe you will choose the Items to be part of the recipe and enter a quantity usage.
Unlocked Tables
You will use this function to unlock a table that is not locked or taken.  This will occur after a crash of a computer while you are entering an order.

Backup and Compact Database
This function will create a Backup and then reorganize your database.  The file Order.mdb increase significaly quick because your write and delete a lot of orders.  The Compact should shrink your file.  The backup will be created on the drive or in the folder you have set in the Setup.  The backup will be created in folder named with the date and time.  I.E.  C:\Program Files\POS would be C:\Program Files\POS-01-09-2002-23-03-28 for January 9th 2002 at 11:03:28 PM.

Tables Setup
You can set 6 Sections of Tables with a 100 Tables Each.

When you set your tables you can change the location of the table from 1 to 100.
Discounts Setup

You can create predefined discounts.  The discounts can be a fixed amount or a percentage.  You will decide the authorization for each level.

Reopen Orders
You can reopen orders and modify the order before you do the day end function.  This is mostly used to modify the payment method when an employee as made a mistake.

Receive Inventory
This Screen is used to receive your inventory for the inventory that are programed to be quantity enabled to Yes.  Select the Part Number with the Yellow Arrows, Click Receive, Enter the Quantity and Click Save.

Employee I.D.
Set your Employee I.D. with a Number from 00 to 99999999.
You can give access to certain functions desired on your preferences.

The Discount Authorization will be used to give access to discounts programmed. 

If the name of an employee is Screen then the Invoice and the Order reports will go on screen, this is use for Invoice or Order report testing.  

You can use a card reader for fast server login.
Training

You can use the training module to train an employee.  The name of the employee will be kept to monitor employee abuse.

Customer
You will be able to add or modify the customers information from here.  If the Account is on Hold you won’t be able to enter an order for this customer.

If the Credit is Yes you will be able to select the payment method on Account for this customer.

Day End
You must use this function to reset Day End reports.  You can the reports as many times you wish; they will only be reset when you launch this function.  Note that the day end reports only will be reset.
Tickers Setup
You can add text on the main page to advise your employees of special messages.  The text will scroll all day and get refresh every 5 minutes.  You can modify this message from any workstations.
Purge History
You can purge / delete your history of Simple Menu.  You cannot restore this information.
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Loyalty Program
Simple Menu can be used as a loyalty program.  Loyalty program have been proven that they increase customer retention.  You can use it to give points to your customers, to accept prepaid cards and to sell gift cards.  You can use cards, typed the account manually or use the phone number of the customer.
Points:  You can give a certain amount of points when you sell an item and redeem it later when the customer has enough points.  You must set an item to be linked to a points part number and set the points quantity higher than 1 to start the points system.  Then you will set how many points it’s required to receive a free item.  I.e.; you can set the system to give a free coffee after 12 points.  You must set an item to sell coffee with a point’s quantity of 1 and points required of 12.  You must link the customer to the sale on the payment page by using the point’s customer button.  The points will be added to the account only when you close the sale therefore you will not be able to redeem the points on the same sale.  You must close a sale to receive the points.  You can linked several items to the same points part number.  Ie: Half Sub and Foot Long Sub can give you .5 of points and 1 point respectively or 1 and 2 points.

Prepaid Cards: You can use Simple Menu to use prepaid cards almost like your own debit cards system.  The customer can add money to his account and pay with his account.  Use the Refill Prepaid Card function of the order screen to add money to his account.  You have to create the account in the customer module before being able to refill the cards.
Gift Cards:  The gift cards are identical to the prepaid cards.

License is for 1 establishment, business operating under 1 Location.  Single License is for 1 Workstation (Computer).  Multiple Licenses is for several Workstations under 1 Location.   A Single License must be installed on your C: or D: drive only.
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Simple Menu CE
Simple Menu CE is the wireless software for your Pocket PC.

Simple Menu CE works with Microsoft Terminal Services.  All the functions of SM PC are available since it’s the same software will a smaller graphical interface.
To use in a live environment you will need;

1. Server with Microsoft Terminal Services

2. Microsoft Server and Terminal Server licenses

3. Simple Menu PC network version and a different executable file
4. Pocket PC with wireless network cards (tested with all 802.11 wireless protocol)

5. Wireless Access Point if you have more than 1 Pocket PC
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Simple Menu BV
Simple Menu BV is the software that will transfer your sales to Business Vision.  It creates a journal entry and can post entries into your Accounts Receivable to individuals customers.

It will support BV32 LE, SBE and Standard Edition.  It requires Simple Menu PC, Simple Menu BV, BusinessVision and Pervasive Workgroup Engine.  The Engine will be the ODBC driver and it’s free on the BusinessVision CD.

Install the Pervasive Workgroup Engine that comes with your BusinessVision CD in the PVSW folder.  After, copy the 5 DDF files of your Business Vision CD in your Business Vision data folder.  The DDF files are in the DDF folder.  Please, take the DDF files from the same CD that you have installed BusinessVision from.

Launch the Pervasive Control Center application.  Right click on the Databases and click on the New Database function.  Type in  name: Pervasive and locate the BusinessVision data files and click Next.

Install SimpleBV from the Simple Menu CD in the Simple Menu BV folder.  Launch Simple Menu BV.

First thing to do is to set your account that Simple Menu BV will use then set your timer to start once a day or with an interval time.

You can use the A/R by setting the switch to YES in Simple Menu PC.  You will have to verify that your accounts exist in both software.  Create the account first in Business Vision.
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Simple Menu SA
Simple Menu SA is the software that will transfer your sales to Simply Accounting and update your Inventory.  It creates a journal entry, can enter entries in your Accounts Receivable to individual customers and update your inventory.
You will need Simple Menu PC (SMPC), Simple Menu SA (SMSA) and Simply Accounting (SA).

Flow of data transfer;

1. Setup a new part number into SA.

2. Click on Update Simple Menu Inventory in SMSA to add or update inventory part numbers in SMPC.  Part Number, Description, Cost, Price, On Hand Qty and ReOrder Point Qty will be updated.
3. Setup Menu and Items in SMPC to be linked to Inventory.
4. When you will close a sale in SMPC, SMSA will transfer Journal Entries and Inventory adjustments in SA based on your timer setup.

5. When you will adjust inventory in SA with a PO or an Inventory Adjustments, SMSA will update your inventory in SMPC.  On Hand Qty and Cost will be adjusted.
6. You should download all your sales before receiving inventory in SA.  When you are finish making your inventory adjustments into SA, then you should click on Update Simple Menu Inventory adjustments in SMSA.

Note:  Your cost used to make your journal entry in SA will be the cost in SMPC while your are closing the sale.
Setup
Install Simple SA from the Simple Menu CD underneath the Simple Menu SA folder.

In you System Setup of SMPC, set your Data Source, Login and Password.  You can find the DataSource in your Control Panel underneath ODBC.  It will be written in this format; Simply Accounting: NEW.SDB.  If you haven’t setup a User in Simply Accounting then the default login is sysadmin and you have no password.
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Now in SMPC, setup and maintenance, customer setup click on select in the account box.  If you can see the SA customers list without errors then you have successfully linked to SA.

Next step is to launch Simple Menu SA.  First thing to do is to set your accounts that Simple Menu SA will use to create journal entries.

You should now refer to the flow of data transfer described above to know which step to do next.

To start the download of SMPC sales, click on timer in SMSA and set your timer to start once a day or with an interval time and to set a last date download.  This date will stop SMSA to download after your fiscal year end day or the day you have entered.
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Simple Menu AA
Simple Menu AA is the software that will transfer your sales to ACCPAC Advantage Series.  It creates a journal entry and can enter entries in your Accounts Receivable to individual customers.

Install Simple AA from the Simple Menu CD underneath the Simple Menu AA folder.

In your System Setup of Simple Menu PC, set your Compnay, Login and Password.  Simple Menu AA has been developed with the ACCPAC Advantate SDK.  Simple Menu PC and AA do not use an ODBC connection to connect to ACCPAC Advantage Series.

You can program a source code into Simple Menu AA to run report for that category of transactions.

Special links can be developed for your requirements for a minimal fee.

You will be able to access customers from Simple Menu PC if you setup the settings of ACCPAC Advantage Series.  This is optional.

Simple Menu AA supports ACCPAC Advantage Series Version 5 and higher.
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Simple Menu CS
Simple Menu CS is Simple Menu Central Server.  Simple Menu CS will be used to analyze sales from different stores.

In each location you will need to install SM CS which will upload sales to a server.
